For the
rear suspension, Dillon again was responsible for all of the work. He bad
a Ford 9-inch narrowed and then used Air Ride ShockWaves o hold i
in place. To give the tmuck good highway manners, Dillon installed
1.50:1 Richmond gears as well s a posi unit, The frons has dise brakes,
tharks ro the Fat Man [FS unit, bur Dillon abso installed a ser of Wilwood

disc brakes in the rear and wed Wilwood fourpiston calipers o hoot.
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Make o mistake about it This isa Pro Streer ruck, so the rear meats
on this thing are huge! Mickey Thompson Sporesman rires are found on
both ends, bur the rears messure a massive 33x21.5-15 and have been
meumted on 15-inch Center Line Convo Pro tims.

Whit would a Pro Street truck be withour the mator to back up the
claims? Dillon thought that bigger was better when it came w0 the tires,
and he had the same outlook for the engine. Residing in his oruck is a
460 Ford thar has been bored 020-inch over and equipped with all of
the parts thar speed enthusinsts look for, It takes a lot of feel tw keep a
460 happy, so Dillon chose a Barry Granr Speed Demon 750cfm carb
that is sitting sstride a Weiand Stealth intake mantfold. Once the fuel
pets past the mtake, it uns headlong inmo the Keith Black pistoms and

rings. The name Keith Black is legendary in deag mcing, and the slugs
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thiat are housed inthe Ford give i a healthy 1051 compression mia,
Other items thar scream “high performance” are: the Competition
Carns camshaft (with lift and dumation of 4847260, respectively) mnd the
MSD ignition system. Dillon used a set of Sanderson block-Jwseer head-
ers, which are followed by & set of Flowmaster mufflers. Adding looks as
well as performance are the Biller Specialties air cleaner, the Soeer &
Performance serpentine pulley system and the: Ford Racing chromed valve
covers. With the engine producing an estimated 415 horses, Dillon can be
righitly prowud of himself, as it was he who did the work o the big block.
